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CLYDESIDE INDUSTRIAL 
WORKERS OF THE WORLD 
recently picketed AXA Ltd in 
Argyle St for their role as the 
insurers for Cop City in 
Atlanta, USA.
Cop City is the name given by 
protesters against the mega 
police military training centre, 
which is planned to be built in 
Weelaunee Forest, a 
watershed surrounded by 
primarily Black residents who 
overwhelmingly oppose the 
project.  
The corporate funded plans 
include military-grade training 
facilities, a mock city to 

practice urban warfare, 
dozens of shooting ranges, 
and a Black Hawk helicopter 
landing pad. It may also be 
used for training international 
paramilitary police, including 
the IDF in Israel. AXA is on the 
Boycott, Divestment, 
Sanctions list. 
The picket was held on the 
anniversary of the police 
murder of Manuel Paez Terán, 
known as 'Tortuguita', an IWW 
member shot 57 times during 
a police raid on the protest 
camp.

ANTI-RACIST CAMPAIGNERS at 
Erskine have marked a full year 
of standing steadfast against a 
mixed pokey bag of hard-boiled 
nazis, racist oddfellows, and a 
smattering of local soor-ploom 
bigots.
In February 2023, 200 asylum 
seekers were bussed in at dawn in 
a police convoy to the Muthu 
Hotel, in a covert Home Office 
operation. Local reactionaries took 
the unforgivable decision to invite 
nazis into the community, and 
Patriotic Alternative appeared, 
keen to capitalise on the anti-
immigrant riot at Knowsley in 
Merseyside. They arrived 
complete with a mini-Nuremburg 
stadium made of scaffolding. 

 FIGHTBACK
But every Sunday for 52 weeks 
local anti-racists have been joined 
by trade unionists and socialists 
from Paisley, Clydebank and 

Glasgow in a powerful show of 
solidarity. 
The big breakthrough came 
some months into the 
campaign, when the asylum 
seekers defied Home Office 
directives and came out to join 
the counter protest. 
It changed the whole character of 
the day. Each week they come out 
for a game of football, play music, 
have a bite to eat, and 
occasionally fly a kite. Meanwhile 
the remaining few local racists 
hide behind tarpaulin screens, 
nursing their bigotry to keep it 
warm.
As the asylum seekers win their 
cases and move into the 
community, the fascist 
misinformation has been trashed. 
There is a couple of guys that 
should be kept an eye on… but 
only by football scouts. There’s 
one or two classy players there.
